Students will also have the
opportunity to visit with veterans as well as
their families and friends and partake in
many fun activities with them.

The Nitty-Gritty Details: The group will be
staying in a Church Mission House. Housing
includes a full kitchen, two bathrooms, a
dining room, and a spacious game room for
reflection activities. Food is not included in
the trip price. However, there is a kitchen at
the housing site and the group will have a
small budget for groceries to cook their own
breakfast, dinners and pack sack lunches
each day. Participants must be fully
vaccinated against COVID-19 and proof of
vaccination status must be provided to the
VA Medical Center prior to arrival.
